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WUE Program Goals and Measures

Water system owners, man-
agers, and operators work
hard to provide safe and relia-
ble drinking water to their
customers. However, work-
ing to protect this natural re-
source is everyone’s responsi-
bility.

The Water Use Efficiency
Program was created by
Washington Law, as a plan
for each water system to im-
plement water saving activi-
ties. Part of the plan require-
ments are to adopt customer

goals. In 2022 KPUD Board of
Commissioners approved new
Water Use Efficiency Goals
for each community. The
Glenwood Water System
WUE goal adopted from 2022
-2028 encourages water con-
sumption to 375 gallons per
day (gpd) per connection.
